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Preparations for a Successful Camp Experience

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Camp Fees
As adopted by the Great Trail Council for 2009:

Refunds

Because most of the camp fees are actually spent prior to the unit arrival at
camp for food, salaries, and program supplies, refunds will be made on the
following conditions:

Norefunds wilbe made -$bhowsimoor for campers
other requests for refunds must be made in writing to Jim Shimko, Director of
Program-Great Trail Council, no later than two weeks after the end of your
week of camp. A $30.00 processing fee will be deducted from refund per
individual. Cubmaster and/or Troop Committee Chairman must sign all
requests for refunds.

Camp fees cover food, program and health supplies, and camp staff services.
Fees cover only a part of the cost of operating the camps. Additional financing
comes from the proceeds of the popcorn sales, Friends of Scouting, United
Way, and other Council income sources. This subsidy amounts to
approximately 30% of the total cost of our camps.

Affording Camp

l evel with fundraisers, t h e raother unaans
available to the individual Scout. The Great Trail Council has a limited amount
of Campership funds available for Great Trail Council units attending Camp
Manatoc. If you have a Scout that needs assistance raising the funds to attend
Camp Manatoc, contact the council office.

Preparing Scouts for Resident Camp

New Scouts probably have no idea what to really expect at summer camp.
One of your most important roles as leader is to set the expectation of their
week at camp. Talk about the program areas; see what appeals to the
individual Scout. Help them to make realistic goals for their week, and
understand the needs and ability when making program decisions.

Review with the Scouts and parents the equipment list; insure that they have
everything they need to have a successful stay at Camp Manatoc.

Uniforms

While it might seem like a no-brainier, it bears addressing here. The uniform is
who we are. It makes all our Scouts equal. Regardless of their home,
background, or a nalt Scouts.dPride in the nifoen aadrited
history shows in itséproper wear. Each day for the dinner meal, and retreat
(flag lowering), the camp is expected to be in the complete summer field
uniform. At other times a Scouting activity uniform would be appropriate (t-shirt
and shorts.) Shoes are required at all times, except at the swimming pool or in
ones own tent.

The Forms Page includes a single sheet equipment list that you can copy for
Scouts and parents.

Physical Examinations i MAJOR REVISION

The Boy Scouts of America has introduced a new physical examination form.
This form replaces the older Class 2 and Class 3 medical forms, and is
intended for use by both youth and adult members.

Any existing Class 2 medical form that has a season remaining may be
used for 2009, however regardless of the date of the original physical this
form will not be valid after 12/31/2009.

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What Not To Bring

Camp Manatoc provides a refuge in the outdoors for everyone in camp. For
that reason, we ask your cooperation in leaving items such as radios,
televisions, gaming systems, iPods, cell phones, generators, or anything else
that could detract others around your campsite from their enjoyment of their
week in camp.

Additionally for the safety of all participants, sheath knives, firearms, fireworks,
alcohol, and drugs are not permitted on the camp property. Please consult the
Guide to Safe Scouting for more information.

Tour Permit

Great Trail Council units are not required to file a tour permit to travel to camp.
Per national policy, all out-of-council units traveling less than 500 miles (one
way) to camp must file and bring with them an approved Local Tour Permit.
Units traveling more than 500 miles to Camp Manatoc must file and bring an
approved National Tour Permit. Both tour permits may be filed thru
myScouting at scouting.org

Campsite Equipment Available

Each campsite has tents, and dining flies setup for the number of campers
your unit is bringing to camp. Other campsite equipment may be available;
contact the camp office with your specific needs.

Prior to Camp

It might be a good idea, to have everyone meet at your Den Meetings parking
lot prior to coming to camp. This is a good opportunity to make any last minute
checks of: Health Forms, medication, rosters and Camper Release Forms.

Please do not drive vehicles off the roads or parking lots. Any vehicles
remaining for the week should be relocated to the Administration
Building, Dining Hall, or Young Explorers Lodge parking lots before
dinner on Sunday/Wednesday.

ow that youdre here, what happens next
waiting to process in to camp, there are several things that you can do
prior to reporting to the Dining Hall Tarp to formally check-in to camp.

The check-in will begin at 1pm. Please gather the required paperwork
(physical forms, releases, rosters (two copies please), tour permits, &
medications.) Also have a list of anyone that will be arriving late.

Have your entire unit put on their uniform, gather their swim gear, bring all that
paperwork, and come on down to the Dining Hall Tarp ( pr ovi ded it s
1pm), and check-on-in!

Check-In

Check-in is as a pack at the Dining Hall Tarp, the unit leader will review your
finances, turn in your rosters, and get some paperwork for the remainder of
your check-in process.

Medical Recheck

Immediately after checking in, your first stop will be at the Health

Lodge, all campers will have their physical forms reviewed. Please

insure that all campers have any medications noted on the form
available and in original containers. You will be issued a lockable storage
container for your campsite storage of non-perishable medications. You will be
issued blank buddy tags for your swim checks here.

Swimming Pool

Your next stop will be the pool. The Pool offers a brief opportunity

to cool off, while you take your annual swim check! All campers

planning to use the waterfront (lake) or pool need to complete the
check to the best of their ability. A record of all your campers, swim
classifications and/or buddy tags will be provided at the end of your week.

Mail Service

Camp Telephones

The camp® business telephones are for official camp business

only. There is a courtesy phone on the porch of the Administration

Building that may be used for short LOCAL or Toll Free calls.
Scouts must have permission of the unit leader to use the phone. The
Reservation has cell phone coverage, however please use your phone with
consideration to others. We would recommend that you highly discourage your
Scouts from bringing a cell phone. If there is an emergency requiring
assistance, please contact the nearest Camp Staff member. If in your
judgment time is of the essence, make the 911 call; however alert the camp
office as well so we can direct the emergency response to your location. Data
calls from any camp telephone line by Scouts, Leaders, or Camp Staff is
expressly forbidden.
